                                 Plastic bottle poppy 

 

You will need   

Empty plastic bottle  
Red acrylic paint 
PVA glue 
Black marker pens 
Ribbon (for hanging) 
 
1. Cut off the bottom of the plastic bottle to create the poppy 

shape. 
2. Mix PVA glue with the paint and paint the poppy shape. 
3. Once dried, add detail to the inside of the poppy using a black 

marker pen. Alternatively you could paint the bottle top black 
and use this for the centre of the poppy. 

4. If you want to hang your poppy up, make a hole in one side 
and thread through ribbon and secure.
