Tissue Paper Flowers 

Why not have a go at making these for Mother’s Day. 

 

You will need    

12 tissue paper (20x26” or 20x30”) 
12 pipe cleaners 
Scissors 
 
1. Stack 3 sheets of  unfolded tissue paper on 

top of each other. 
2. With the tissue paper in front of you 

(portrait style), fold the bottom edge in 1 
inch.  

3. Then flip the paper over and fold 1 inch 
the other way. Continue folding all the pa-
per like this 1 inch at a time until the paper looks like an 
accordion. 

4. Fold the accordion in half and fold an inch and a half of a 
pipe cleaner around it. Then twist the pipe    
cleaner together to secure the flower to the stem.  

5. Take two more pipe cleaners and attach them the 
same way, on each side, about 6-7 inches away 
from the centre. 

6. Cut the paper into 3 equal pieces and cut    
rounded edges on each end of your 3 flowers. 

7. Gently open up the petals on your flowers by separating the
